1) SYBRA Current Financial Position

5) "Say No to GUI" Initiative and how to support it.

8) Planning Consultant Help  -  No help has been forthcoming from Martin Crook so Grahame has been in touch with a local town planning consultant - Christa Masters. Grahame will discuss with her how best we might proceed.
9) "Your Place, Your Plan" - This publication, part of the Localism strategy, is intended for any local residents who want to get involved in the new planning system and would like to develop a Neighbourhood Plan. This is an initiative that Transition Town Berkhamsted supports. Up to now Berkhamsted Town Council has not started the process.
10) Cherry Bounce Green Belt Hemel Hempstead -  Alan had a telephone conversation with Paul Sheehy who represents a group of residents of Cherry Bounce. They are resisting the proposed change of use from Green Belt to Development Land. Nick has sent Paul information on how to apply for Village Green status. 
11) Core Strategy Pre-submission Consultation (26 October - 7 December) - Anne has a continuing email dialogue with Francis Whittaker on the lack of data in the Berkhamsted Place Strategy.
A sub-group of Grahame, Anne and Nick will meet on 7 November at Willow House to discuss how to energise our members and petitioners to object most effectively.
